The most effective way to use a tutorial is in a class setting with a data projector. The teacher goes through the slides with the students, taking notes, and using student voice to navigate through the questions and exemplars on the tutorial. Though these claim to take about 10 minutes, it often takes a full lesson to go through a tutorial and take the time to highlight main ideas and explore all the fun links associated with the tutorial. Depending on your particular classes’ needs, generally you only pick one of these. For junior years, the “Credible Sources Count!” is a fan favourite. For seniors, “You Quote It, You Note It!” lends itself well to more advanced papers. The best part of this resource is that it’s engaging, easy to use, fun and effective at transferring important research tools.
