Teaching and learning sequence summary
Belonging: ESOL unit standard 2969, version 7 Read recounts in familiar contexts. 

This is a formative unit designed to develop students’ understanding of the structure of a recount text and to practise reading skills and strategies to understand the content of these texts independently. Students will also become familiar with the assessment language used in tasks. The teaching and learning sequences link to The Dimensions of Effective Practice. Lessons are built around 
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. Teachers will also need to make links to relevant Key competencies. Each learning task includes strategies to scaffold the skills required to achieve this standard.

The sequence is designed for English language learners who have achieved ESOL level 1 reading standards.

1) Activating prior knowledge

The activities encourage students to use clues, such as time connectives, to

sequence events in a text.
3) Understanding details in the text

Performance criteria addressed:

· Understand details about the characters, the setting and what happens (1.2)

 The activities give students practice in identifying and describing characters, events and setting in a recount.

4) Locating key words to connect key events

Performance criteria addressed:

· Identify and understand the connections between key events including time relationships and cause and effect (1.3)       

 Students learn about the purpose of cohesive devices in a text, and are given opportunities to practise identifying key words that show time relationships and cause and effect.
5) Understanding vocabulary

Performance criteria addressed:

· Use strategies to understand and give the meaning of essential vocabulary items in the text (1.4)

The activities support teachers to find out and build on strategies students have for working out the meaning of unknown words.
What is the impact of teaching and learning?

After the learning tasks students should complete the formative assessment task for level 2 unit standard 2969 version 7: Read recounts in familiar contexts  (ESOL).

After the formative assessment, teachers can identify evidence of students’ learning progress as well as any gaps. Teachers should plan to build on what worked well and to address learning needs by recycling tasks in the teaching and learning sequences.

When students are ready, they can complete the summative assessment for 2969.

· Each group shares their prediction (using the speaking frame if needed) and these are recorded.

· The same process is followed for the vocabulary.

2. TL1: Concept star
Use the concept star to help students organise vocabulary into categories.

· Students in small groups use the vocabulary from the previous activity and put it under the correct heading.

· Any words they don’t know are written in the middle of the star.

Variations for further practice

a. In groups students organise words into three lists: words they know, words they know a little, and words they don’t know.

b. Students make a list of words they don’t know and find the meanings of these words.

Students use a template for the final copy that will help them understand the recount structure.

· Introduce the topic and the key vocabulary.

· Read the text a little bit slower than native speaker speed for students to gain an overview.

· Read the text again at native speaker speed and during this reading the students make brief notes on the main ideas.

· Reconstruction – the students work in pairs and then fours to compare notes and write a shared version of the text on an OHT

· Finish by looking at each group’s texts and edit as a class.

Providing opportunities for reflection and evaluation

3. TL1: Dictogloss

· Reconstruction – the students work in pairs and then groups of four to compare notes and write a shared version of the text on the template. They then transfer it to an OHT.

· Finish by looking at each group’s text and edit as a class.

· They then start from the first person and each repeats their sentence to check that the events are in the correct order.

Finish with a class discussion on what clues they used to sequence the story.

2. TL2: Noticing time connectives
In this activity the focus is on noticing the time connectives in the previous text.

·  In pairs students circle the words in the text that give clues as to when the event happened.

· When finished they check with another pair.

· They then put the time connectives in the correct column of the grid (where there are other examples that will help them).

Helping students achieve the same explicit learning outcomes using differentiated levels of support

 3. TL2: ABC dictation
Teacher writes the title of the dictation on the board and any difficult vocabulary.

·  Divide the class into 3 groups A, B, C, (groups A & B will have the shortest sentences so these groups need to be students who require more support)

· Give each student 4 blank strips of paper.

· Tell the class they are going to listen to a number of sentences but they only need to write the sentence with their letter. Tell them not to panic if they do not get all the sentence the first time as there will be another chance.

· Teacher reads the sentences at a reasonable speed.

· When finished, the students in each group share with each other what they have written. If they have any gaps, they choose a messenger to run to the teacher who dictates it again. The messenger runs back and helps the group complete the sentences.

· Then new groups are formed with at least one A, one B, and one C in each. They put their strips on the table and put it in the correct order.

3. TL2: ABC dictation

· When finished, the students in each group share with each other what they have written. If they have any gaps, they choose a messenger to run to the teacher who dictates it again. The messenger runs back and helps the group complete the sentences.

· Then new groups are formed with at least one A, one B, and one C in each. They put their strips on the table and put it in the correct order.

· Students read the text individually.

· In pairs, students complete the grid and then check their answers with another pair.

· They then complete the cloze exercises.

Finish with a discussion on the use of adjectives to describe characters, and build up a word bank chart.

3. TL3: Jigsaw activity

Group A and Group B will have the shortest texts so group students accordingly.

· Put students in four home groups. Explain that they are going to become the ‘expert’ for one part of the text and that they will then return to their ‘home’ groups. It is important that students know that they will have to explain their decisions to their home groups.

· Student then go to their ‘expert’ groups where they read their text and decide together on how they are going to fill their part of the grid. (The first two texts are easier so ensure that students who need more support are in these groups).

· Circulate around the class observing students strengths and learning needs.

· Students return to ‘home’ groups with their completed grid (but not the text) and each expert provides their information to the whole group.

· Each group completes the grid.

· Follow up with a quiz on all the texts.

Providing opportunities for reflection and 

evaluation

Reflection

· Students write down a list of strategies for predicting the meanings of unknown words.

· Students then share with a partner what they have written and add to their lists. 
	Teacher: How can I extend my repertoire of vocabulary strategies?
Teacher: How do I decide which is essential vocabulary in a text?

Teacher: How did  students add or make changes to the concept star? What does this tell me about their understanding?
Students: What strategies did I already know and what ones do I have to learn?
Teacher: Are students using a range of prediction strategies?
Teacher: Are my students able to use these strategies independently?
Student: How confident am I now about reading and understanding recount texts? Am I ready for the formative assessment?


3. TL5: Predicting word meanings

Students predict the meaning of highlighted words, without using a dictionary and fill in the grid with their prediction and strategy used.

Teacher discusses with students how they arrived at the meaning.

Students then check their answers using a dictionary.

Text: ‘A different life’

	 This unit standard has one element:
Element 1: Read recounts in familiar contexts (ESOL).
Range: two texts, each of a different type.

For this formative assessment students will read ONE text. This formative task should not be used for the summative assessment.

	 Conditions
· All assessment activities must be conducted in English, which must not be the student’s first language.

· Understanding may be demonstrated by oral or written response.

· Written responses need not be grammatically correct, but errors must not interfere with meaning.
· An English dictionary may be used, but not an electronic translator.

· Assistance may be given to understand the requirements of the task.

· A range of reading tasks must be used in assessment activities. These could include open-ended questions, multiple choice, true/false, sorting, cloze.

Learning contexts

Assessment should follow class activities in which the students have had the opportunity to become familiar with the topic and vocabulary through a range of listening, speaking and writing activities. The question types should also be familiar to the students and this can be achieved by including similar question types in the formative work. The English Language Intensive Programme (ELIP) Stage 2, has suggested teaching components, strategies, language features and sample texts on recount genre: ‘Class Picnic’ (3c); John F Kennedy (3d); Captain James Cook (9c); A Field Trip to Rotorua (9d); Museum Trip (18c) and My Picnic (18d).

Notes for Assessors

· It is important to be aware of the special notes in the standard.

· Texts must be at least 200 words in length and be a biography, historical recount or personal recount. 

· Each of the two texts should be assessed at a different time as part of a wider area of study.

· Students should not have seen the text before the assessment activity.

· Refer to your institution’s policies before offering further assessment opportunities.

· If resubmission takes place, the assessor should ensure that the correct answers are not inadvertently indicated prior to the resubmission opportunity. For example, in a true or false exercise, students should redo that part of the assessment on an unmarked copy.

Reading text: Task 1

Adapted from Anwar, by Janice Marriott, in Choices Survival 2001

Anwar Amin remembers the exact date of his arrival in New Zealand - 3 June 1998. He came to the Mangere Reception Centre with his mother, two brothers, and his two sisters.

Anwar was born in Somalia. His family owned a big house in Mogadishu with a beautiful courtyard. Anwar spent his spare time playing soccer in the sand because there is sand everywhere in Somalia.

Then Anwar’s world suddenly changed. The president was overthrown and a civil war began so Anwar’s family fled. They lived in fear until they were able to fly to Kenya in November 1992. When they arrived they caught a bus to a Somali refugee camp in Mombasa. The camp was huge, with more than six thousand people all crammed together.

Anwar’s brother and his wife had gone to a place called New Zealand and so Anwar’s family hoped to join them. They waited and waited for an interview at the United Nations’ office. At last, in March 1998 they were interviewed. Then they had to wait and watch the noticeboard for their names.

On 1 June 1998, Anwar saw their family’s name up on the list of people approved for departure. Soon they were on a plane to a country they knew nothing about. The journey took forty-eight hours. They arrived in Auckland on June 3 and spent a month at the Mangere Reception Centre. Finally they moved to Wellington to start their new life.

If Somalia becomes safe again, Anwar thinks he might return. In the meantime though he wants to get a good education.
