Activities to Introduce Key Words

   1. Make word maps for each of the words in the key word list. Refer to the culture example to get you started.

   2. Write a definition list for each of the words in the key word list. 

Activities to Reinforce Key Words

   3. Bingo

      The students write down six words from the vocabulary of the topic. The teacher calls out the definition. The students cross off the word if it is on their list. The first person with all six words crossed out is the winner. The words must be spelt correctly to be a winner.

   4. Matching definitions

      The teacher gives a set of words and definitions to pairs. The first pair with all words and definitions matched correctly for each word are the winners.

Using Pictures

Teachers may find it helpful for ESOL students if they include pictures of the cultural symbols, icons and emblems which they are discussing.
