Real Experiences

Activity 3 - Kiwi Identity

Discuss their ideas of New Zealand / Kiwis before they came to New Zealand. Discuss New Zealand language (slang, colloquial language, accents, expressions) that they have had difficulty in understanding since being in New Zealand.

Activity 4 - Who is a Kiwi?

Discuss their own identity in small groups with students who have a different identity.
