Graph and Table Writing

What examiners are looking for

    * What do they want you to know in an exam? What will the examiner be looking for?

    * Often the aim of a graph or table is to COMPARE and CONTRAST information.. COMPARE and CONTRAST are two very important words. What you are being asked to do is look at things that are the SAME and things that are DIFFERENT.

    * The other two important words are CAUSE and EFFECT. You have to write about WHAT happened and then WHAT was the result of that event (effect).

    * Most graphs and tables are asking you to INTERPRET information. You are given the bones and you must add the flesh.

    * About 2/3rds of the writing can simply be "talking" about the statistics (data/information) contained in the graphs.

    * About 1/3rd of the writing will require you to actually write some of your ideas and opinions (this is usually based on what you SHOULD have studied or learned in class).
