The Aims of the Programme

    * Nearly all science, commerce, social science (history, geography) subjects at high school require you to interpret (write about) graphs and tables of information.

    * Most students can read (interpret) graphs but do not know how to "write" about graphs.

    * Most "graph interpretation" (pie charts, bar and line graphs, tables of information) in examinations requires you to write about 250 words (or less).

    * This is a simple course that will show you how to write an answer.

    * It is a course that has FOUR steps. Each step takes about an hour.

    * You should learn the "language" of graphs and learn to write "model" answers.
