	A set of objects or numbers that are in order, often in rows or columns.

	Appropriate 
	Correct

	Equation 
	A mathematical sentence. The left side of the equal sign has the same value as the right.

	To record 
	To write down.

	A rectangle 
	A shape with 4 sides and 4 angles. Each angle is a right angle.

	A row 
	Items that are in a horizontal line.

	A column 
	Items that are in a vertical line.

	A factor 
	A whole number that divides exactly into another number.

	A prime number 
	A number that can be divided evenly only by itself and one.

	A decade 
	10 years

	A census 
	The government questions people every 3 years to get information about the number of people living in New Zealand and information such as their ages and where they work.

	A product 
	The result when two numbers are multiplied.


Activities to help students learn the key words

1. Write the words on the whiteboard and later the students can make a chart for the wall.

2. Match the word and the meaning. Students can match the cut up words and definitions. Students make their own visual to illustrate each meaning.

3. Writing definitions. Students are given a strip of paper divided into three with a key word in the first section. The students write their own definition of the key word in the second section and then fold under the key word and pass the strip of paper on to a partner who reads the definition and works out and writes the key word that matches the definition in the last section. An example.
