	A waterfall is a land form where water flows over a high point in erosion resistant rock. Waterfalls normally form in rocky areas. Streams become wider and more shallow just above waterfalls because the water flows over the rock shelf. There is usually a deep pool just below the waterfall because the water erodes the soft rock at the bottom.
