	Landslides or earthquakes can cause waterfalls. Most waterfalls are caused by the type of rock. There is usually a layer of hard rock over a layer of soft rock. The water flows over the hard rock and erodes the soft rock.



	
	These include block, cascade, cataract, fan, horsetail, plunge, punchbowl, segemented, tiered and multi-step waterfalls.
