My name is Richard Jones and I teach about marine reserves and marine life at the Goat Island Marine Reserve. I’m here today to talk to you about marine reserves and why we need them. 

Well first of all, what is a marine reserve? A marine reserve is an area of the ocean and shore that is protected. All the living things within the marine reserve area are protected. This means the animals themselves, the fish, crustaceans and all of the living things. But it also includes their homes in the rocks, sand and coral. People are allowed to swim, snorkel, dive and boat there but they aren’t allowed to disturb or take any living things from the marine reserve.

Now we have marine reserves for a number of reasons. There is a lot of sea around New Zealand and some people think we don’t need marine reserves. But we use the ocean a lot and this use is increasing and is causing problems. The number of fishing boats has increased and some of them are using big nets that catch birds and dolphins as well as too many fish. Factories and people dump rubbish and chemicals into streams, and this gets into the ocean. When people drop rubbish on the streets it goes into the storm water and eventually gets into the sea.  People even drop rubbish overboard when they are in boats. Did you know that over half the pollution in the ocean comes from the land?  Another problem is building. There has been lots of building on the coast and this has caused erosion with lots of soil getting into the sea. Clearing land also causes erosion.  All of this is made worse by people who fish or collect shellfish and take home more than they are allowed. So you see there are lots of reasons why we need to protect our marine life.

So how do marine reserves help?  Well, first of all they are safe places for fish and other sea creatures to live and breed. In a marine reserve fish can grow big - and big fish have more babies, which means there are more fish in the sea!  Marine reserves also show us undisturbed places, the way the sea used to be before people fished and gathered sea creatures. This helps scientists see the effects of the things we do in the rest of the sea where there is no control. Marine reserves also show us beautiful, unspoiled places where people can swim, dive or snorkel and enjoy looking at the wonderful variety of fish and crayfish, shellfish and seaweeds.

There are eighteen marine reserves around New Zealand. That sounds like a lot, but 33% of New Zealand's land area is reserve or national park, which is the same sort of thing. However only 4% of New Zealand’s territorial waters are reserves. So we need lots more marine reserves and bigger reserves if we are going to give New Zealand’s marine life as much protection as the animals on land!

Interviewer: 
Today we are going to talk to Dr. Jane Thomas of the World Wildlife Fund about Maui’s dolphins and what we can do to help protect this endangered species. Good morning Dr. Thomas. First can you tell our viewers a little about why you need the public’s help.

Dr. Thomas:
Yes, good morning. Well, we need help because there may only be 100 Maui’s dolphins left in the world. Without help we think Mauis’ dolphins will be extinct in 25 years. 

Interviewer:   Wow, that’s really serious. But what do you want the public to do?

Dr. Thomas:  We want people to report any sightings they have of Mauis’ dolphins.

Interviewer:   How will this help?

Dr. Thomas:  Because we have so little information about these dolphins it makes it very hard to protect them. We hope the WWF Sightings Network will help us learn more about where the dolphins are and their behaviour. 

Interviewer:
So what can the public do?

Dr. Thomas:
Well, as I’ve said, they can report all sightings of Maui’s dolphins. When you report a sighting we need to know particular information so you should make a note of where you saw the dolphin, what time it was, what it looked like, a photo would be helpful. We also want to know if there were other dolphins and how many and, of course what it was doing. Of course you need to be sure that it is Maui’s dolphin before you report it.

Interviewer:   So how do people report a sighting of a dolphin?

Dr. Thomas: Well there are two main ways. First you can call 0800 4 MAUIS. This is a toll free number and you can call 24 hours a day. Another way is to report a sighting is online at wwf.org.nz

                      public can do to help?                 

Dr. Thomas:  Well actually there is. If you see a dead or stranded Maui's 

                      dolphin, please report it right away to the Department of  

                      Conservation – by calling 0800 DOC HOT (0800 362 468).  

                      And if you see set nets in the dolphin areas, call the Ministry of 

                      Fisheries as soon as possible. Their number is 0800 4 

                      POACHER (0800 4 76224).
