This part here, where you’ve got all of these questions, or the student’s written these questions, and then there’s an answer.

The answer seems to be straight from a website. It doesn’t seem to be their own thinking. I suppose the next step from here would be to encourage the student to acknowledge that they’ve got a great question, they’ve found some relevant information, and the next step would be to say, well is this going to be of any use. Do you need to find out any further information or is this going to be sufficient? 

Melanie

What’s going on with this little piece here?

Martin

They’ve had a question here that you just outlined. And now they’ve, they’re internalising it, and thinking of how can I show this and what do I actually mean. So ‘If I hold a basket and a tennis ball up, and the tennis ball is the moon and the basket ball is the earth, and someone would see how far apart they are they would say about 10cm apart, but how far apart are they actually?’ They’re attempting the right thing, they’ve made that extra step here, but it’s not clear and precise. 
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
