Use of pronouns to ‘track’ the subject (referencing),
e.g.it

Use of describing adjectives, e.g. big, interesting

Use of detailed noun groups to build up the description,
e.g. front right hand corner

Use of relating verbs, e.g. has, are
Use of adverbial phrases, e.g. at the front, on the walls

Use of conjunctions, e.g. when
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
