Activities For Reinforcing Key Words

   3. Jeopardy

      Call out the key word definitions and have students say the key word or write it down as a question, eg. Teacher: "This blows the air around." Student: "What is Wind?"

   4. Matching Game (Memory)

      Make up word cards, picture cards and definition cards. Give a set out to 2-4 students. Place all cards face down on the floor. Have students take turns lifting three cards each - when all three match, the student collects the cards. The winner has the most matches.
