Teacher Modelling, Scaffolding, and Thinking Aloud Techniques

These techniques are important to extend students' English abilities. Scaffold the learning process by thinking aloud. Use "think-aloud" or "scaffolding" techniques to coach your students into writing instructions. Pose questions for the class to help answer such as "Now, what did we do first?" and "next we ...".
