Co-operative Learning Activities

Small groups should be used where possible in the unit. This provides a less threatening environment for ESOL students to share their ideas. It also encourages discussion about the tasks being undertaken both formally and informally.

Some places where activities can be structured in a co-operative way in the unit are:

Introduction:

Have students record their prior knowledge in small groups by brainstorming the term "Kites" together.

Shared Reading:

Complete the Venn diagram activity in pairs / small groups. Read kite stories to one another or in guided reading groups.

Making Kites:

Make kites in pairs or small groups.

Researching About Kites:

As an alternative to independent research, set up this activity as a jigsaw learning activity. Each home group member is sent to research a different topic at an expert group and then returns to the home group to present their different kite topics collaboratively, on one kite.
