Right whales (Eubalaena spp.) are baleen whales. There are two types of right whale, the northern right whale and the southern right whale. They are called right whales because whalers thought they were the ‘right’ whale to kill. The whalers thought this for a number of reasons. Firstly they were easy to catch because they were slower swimmers than many other whales. In addition right whales had lots of blubber (fat) and they floated when they were dead.
