   2. Forms of poetic/creative writing at this level could include: descriptions, narrative, poems, personal accounts, scripts, hyperfiction etc.

   3. Ideas includes thoughts/feelings, experiences or sensory qualities.

   4. Develop ideas means to build on a single idea by adding detail, link that idea to other ideas and details, and work towards a coherent planned whole.

   5. Detail includes description, information, choice of words, etc.

   6. Commands attention could be through use of a distinctive personal voice, the inventive use of language, use of a wide range of diction , dimensions or viewpoints.

   7. Writing conventions includes spelling, punctuation, grammar, syntax and paragraphing.

      Note: a deliberate misuse of writing conventions for effect/impact shows an awareness of the conventions of writing.

   8. Intrusive errors means errors of such frequency and level that they detract from the reader's ability to read fluently, understand and enjoy the piece.

   9. Accurately means suitable for publication with minor editing.

  10. The creative writing needs to be of sufficient length to demonstrate evidence of meeting the grade criteria.

  11. Students should have several opportunities during the year to develop their writing skills in a range of poetic genre and should submit at least ONE piece of writing for internal assessment.

  12. Exercises which are modelled with the students cannot be used as writing pieces for submission, however they may be used as starting points for further work.

  13. For summative assessment activities, the teacher is not permitted to correct work per se but can indicate problems and inadequacies with meeting criteria. Teachers can point out such things as problems with writing conventions, the need for idea(s) to be developed, lapses in style of writing or lack of structure. Students may word process their writing.

  14. Authenticity of student work and performance should be assured through monitoring by the teacher and the application of school policy and accreditation requirements.
