    * Here are the facts of the news report. The facts are not in the best order. You need to put them in order of importance. You may not need to use all the facts. Remember about the 5 W's and H for your lead paragraph.

    * Use the Language Features sheet to help you with your noun groups and verb groups. Remember that noun groups can contain lots of information before the head noun, so that there are not many sentences in the report. You may need to use come connecting words in your sentences.

    * Give your report a headline. Remember that a headline is very short. It will give the reader the main idea of the report. It will not be a full sentence. Check your capital letters and full stops. Check your spelling.
