Painting with the Primary Colours (transcript of teacher and student talk):

T. 
I have written the first sentence on the board – Yesterday we painted with a primary colour. What will you write next?

S. 
You could say the colour you used.

T. 
OK, What will your next sentence be?

S. 
I was painting two primary colours. I painted with yellow and red.

T. 
Yes, good – you will say the colour or colours that you used. Now think about the other things we thought about as we painted.

S. 
We painted across the paper.

S. 
We held the brush above the silver bit.

S. 
Like we hold a pencil.

T. 
What did you use to make the paint lighter?

S. 
We put the brush in the water – it started off dark and it got light down the bottom.

Mixing Two Primary Colours:

T. 
Yesterday we mixed 2 primary colours to make 1 secondary colour – this is the start of your recount – What will you write about in your next sentence?

S. 
The 2 colours, like I had red and yellow.

T. 
Yes and when you mixed them together what happened?

S. 
They changed into orange.

U. 
Great so how could you put that into a sentence? I will write it as you say it.

S. 
I used red and yellow and they changed to orange.

U. 
Excellent. Now don't forget you need to say where you mixed your colours. Was it on the paper?

S. 
No. We used a bit of hard cardboard.

T. 
Who can remember what was the name of the cardboard that you mixed the 2 primary colours on?

S. 
Palette, it's called a palette.
