Lesson Sequence

Making a Secondary Colour (transcript of teacher and student talk)

T. 
Who made orange?

S. 
I did.

T. 
What colour did you put on your palette first?

S. 
I put red on first.

T. 
So the first instruction will be – Put some red paint on your palette. What should I draw in this square to go with this instruction?

S. 
A palette with some red paint on it.

T. 
That’s right and I’ll draw a brush to show I used a brush. What did you do next?

S. 
Put some yellow paint with the red.

T. 
And got red paint in the yellow paint container. I think you have forgotten something I told you to do. If you don’t do this you will spoil all the paint!

S. 
I know – wipe the brush.

T. 
Exactly – the second instruction is wipe your brush and that’s what you draw. Now for the next instruction.

S. 
Put some yellow paint on the red paint.

T. 
Yes, but there’s a better word to use than ‘put’. It means to join two things together and starts with ‘a’.

S. 
Add

T. 
Well done. We can say – Add some yellow paint to the red paint – and for the picture we will draw the palette again but this time it will have some red paint and some...?

S. 
Yellow paint.

T. 
Great - now for the last instruction – what was the last thing we did?

S. 
Mixed the colours.

T. 
Yes, I write – Mix the red paint and the yellow paint together to make orange and , of course the palette will have orange paint on it for the last picture because that is the new colour you made.
