Through class discussion work through the definitions for each word and have students complete the 'after' side of the grid. Where appropriate have examples of real equipment to illustrate the terms to students. Where students written expression is limited, they could draw pictures.

2. Word Maps

Have students work in small groups to complete concept maps from each of the words. At the conclusion of this discuss the word meanings.  
3. Whispering Game

This strategy can be used to revise key vocabulary. The teacher divides the class into teams. S/he gives the last person in each team a word. When the teacher says "Go", the last student whispers the word to the one in front and so on until the first in line has the word and runs up to the board and writes it. The first team with the correctly spelt word on the board gets a point. At the end the students are able to see the whole list on the board again.

4. Bingo (Version 5)

The teacher gives out a set of 6 pictures and definitions (jumbled) to pairs of students. The teacher calls out words from the vocabulary list. The first pair to have six pictures and definitions matched are the winners.
