Questions

Students will need to be prepared to ask their questions to the farmer. This is an excellent opportunity to also discuss the structure of questions and have students practise writing, and asking questions.

Through teacher led discussion the following structure could be followed:

   1. What do we want to know?

   2. How will we find out?

   3. How do we ask questions - discuss the structure of questions. They start with one of 5W&1H (What, where, when, why, who or how) and end with a question mark.

   4. Model asking some classroom related questions, eg. Where is the sellotape? Why is there rubbish on the floor? Use the question cube.

   5. Have students ask a question to a partner.

   6. Model asking farming related questions.

   7. Have students work in small groups to come up with 5 questions to ask the farmer. It may be useful to provide word cards with the words "what, where, when, why, who and how" on to start the groups off.

   8. Have students practise asking their question to one another and then reading them out to the class.
