Bookmarks

Purpose

This tool can be used to organise and present key points about a topic. The bookmark format makes these ideal flash card when revising work.

Steps

   1. Give students suitable strips of firm card from which to make their bookmarks. It may be helpful to provide coloured felt-tip pens and/or coloured paper and glue. Bookmarks are usually colourful and illustrated in some way. Each topic will determine what kind of visuals can be used.

   2. Let the students decide what they want to put on either side of their bookmarks. They may choose to have text on one side and a visual on the other; or questions on one side and answers on the other.

   3. Remind them that there is limited room on a bookmark and that their messages must be brief and purposeful.

   4. It may be possible to photocopy the completed bookmarks so that students can swap theirs for those of others in the class. 

Adaptations

    * Students could design their bookmarks on a computer using desktop publishing programmes.

    * Bookmarks could be used as an assessment opportunity.

    * A bookmark can be used as a tactile learning guide with text on one side and visuals on the other. 
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
