Provide Enough Practice

As the children record their guesses ask questions which encourage them to explain the reasoning behind their guesses.

· How many do you think are in the jar? Why do you think that?

· Which jar was the easiest to work out? Why?

· Have you seen that many before? Where?

Encourage the children to use full sentences in their answers. Prompt with use of mathematical language: for example,

· There are not very many.

· There are lots.

· There are more in the second jar.

· The third jar has the most.

· There are too many to count.

· I think the first jar is the easiest to work out because there are not very many beans in it.

· The third jar is the hardest because there are too many beans.

· Big numbers are harder to guess than small numbers.
