Co-operative Activities

Bring in a series of different foods. Ask who has tasted these different foods? Divide the class in groups of 3-4 students (mix the native and ESOL speakers to provide ESOL speakers with language modelling from their peers).

Give each group a sample of each of the selected foods, a sentence card (fro example, This food tastes ______________.) and the keywords (from the vocabulary list) made into word cards.

In the small groups have children each taste a small sample of each food and complete the sentence from the sentence card by agreeing on which of the adjectives best fits from the key word cards provided. Students may like to choose more than one word to describe the food for instance a Mintie might be both sweet and chewy.

Compare each group's response for each food and use the keyword cards to label each food and display in the room for future reference.
