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General Strategies to Support Vocabulary Learning

Learning vocabulary is one of the most important factors in academic success for students. Students need lots of repetition of a new word. The new word needs to be linked to a concept and the student needs to associate it with a mental picture. Using a multi-sensory approach when introducing new words is helpful to students. Some strategies to assist with repetition:

    * Students make word cards (word on one side and meaning on the other) so that they can test themselves or each other.

    * Teacher creates a bank of new words and put these on the classroom wall.

    * Teacher deliberately and frequently recycles the new words. For example, in sentences when talking to the students, in concept maps, and in short reading passages.
