Expanded key word/phrases bank

Teachers will need to choose from the lists the words that they will use in the lesson. Note that the vocabulary activities are divided into two sections to match the two sections of the lesson.

Writing these chosen words (and the basic key word list) on a wall chart would be very beneficial for all students. The meanings can be added as the students discover them.

The vocabulary needs to be introduced before the lesson begins, by writing on the wall chart or on the whiteboard. Students can complete the matching activity after the lesson.
