Water

Teach the language of science explicitly

When the students arrive at the Big Ideas discuss with the students how to generalise and summarise in scientific language - use the simple present tense verb (When water freezes it changes to ice). Ask them why they think the simple present tense rather than the past tense is appropriate. For more information on simple present tense verbs see Exploring Language. The students can write out some of their big ideas using the simple present tense verb.
