Missing Information Game

   1. Provide cards with the word on one card and the definition on another, and the example, if there is one, on another. Copy and cut the table.

   2. The students can work in a group. Mix the cards and give them out with some students having a word and some a definition and example. Or separate the definition and the example out (depending on the number in the group).

   3. By asking each other questions and comparing cards the students must come up with all the words correctly paired with the definitions and examples.

   4. When most have matched their cards the group must come together and consider all the cards and definitions. If any are wrong there is a chance to change them.

   5. Then the group checks the two, or three, pieces of information against the correct list of definitions.

This activity can be varied according to the numbers of students. If few they can have more than one card each. It should be able to be carried out without teacher supervision once the students are clear what to do. This activity may be repeated, or done again on successive days where necessary to facilitate familiarity with the new words. As the class proceeds encourage students to look for examples of the elements, reinforcing the correct use of the terms.

	hatching
	Creating shading effects with closely spaced parallel lines. When such lines are placed at an angle across the first, it is called cross-hatching. Artists use this technique, varying the size, closeness and other qualities of the lines, most commonly in drawing, linear painting and engraving.
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	spontaneous
	Arising from within rather than caused by something from outside. Not planned, naturally occurring.

	

	monochromatic
	Using only one colour, though it may be in various shades.
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	polychromatic
	Using many colours
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	subdued
	Less strong or less bright
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	harmonising
	Fitting well and looking good together.
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	unity

	symmetrical
	Having two halves the same, except that one is a mirror image of the other.
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	asymmetrical
	When two sides are different in shape, size or style.

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One idea to have the students test themselves and learn these (or any) terms is to provide a missing information activity.
