Produce crafted and developed formal transactional writing

Activity Title:

Describe an important character in a text you have studied and say why the character is important.

OR

Describe an important character in a text you have studied and say how we learn about that character.

NB: Because Exemplar A and other exemplar material in this unit are based on characters from 'The Garden Party', the character you write on must be selected from another text.

Instructions:

    * All work for this assessment task must be completed in class. Your teacher will keep your work between assessment periods. You may not bring notes that you have written at home on this assignment into the room. You may use your exercise books with notes that were taken in class.

    * You may use an English dictionary BUT NOT a foreign language dictionary or an electronic one.

    * When your draft has been completed, the teacher will conference with you and you will have an opportunity to correct your work in class.

    * You may not include material from the exemplars in your own writing. You must not copy another student's work or copy information from a text or the internet. This is plagiarism. Any sentence that is not your own must be quoted using speech marks. Plagiarism is cheating and results in a 'not achieved' grade. 

Student assessment task:

Describe an important character in a text you have studied and say either

    * why the character is important

      OR

    * how you learned about the character

Check that you have done the following:

    * Essay is organised into paragraphs (Refer to the exemplar)

    * The introduction responds to the question and introduces the ideas to be developed.

    * Main ideas of paragraphs are fully developed to give insight to character and supported by examples from the text.

    * Your ideas are thoughtful and comments and examples integrated throughout the paragraph.

    * The conclusion restates the main ideas.

    * Different sentence structures are used e.g. simple, compound and complex sentences.

    * A variety of language features are used such as cohesive devices, conjunctions, pronoun referencing and exemplification.

    * Spelling, punctuation, sentence structure, and paragraphing are used accurately throughout. A few random errors, or minor editing mistakes are acceptable.

    * The essay is of sufficient length to allow you to fully develop your ideas. It should be at least 500 words long.

    * Evidence from the text that is copied word for word should be in quotation marks.
