	as in this example: “I was passing the shop yesterday, and I saw them in the window. And I suddenly thought for once in my life I shall have enough canna lilies. The garden party will be a good excuse.”

	Comment 

	This opportunity to indulgence by buying the canna lilies indicates her position of wealth and suggests to the reader she is a member of middle class society. She appears to accept this as normal rather than a privilege.
