On the left of the home page, select each category heading: eg: news, opinions, etc. Scan the feature titles and intros to build an initial impression of the range of topics included. 

· Under which category does ‘The Ginga Stereotype’ feature appear?

· Where are most feature articles located? Use ideas from Learning Task B to help identify feature articles [articles which explore points of view or opinions and are supported by evidence or information from other sources. There are several short articles on ‘Barb Wired.’ Feature articles develop ideas in some depth. Look for articles with more than 500 words.]

Browse a range of feature articles on ‘Barb Wired’. List ten topics students have written about.

Choose three features to read properly. Write down the titles and authors. You could develop a wide reading response for one of them. You could start with:

· An interesting detail in this feature is….

· An aspect the writer could have considered is…

· I liked the way the feature was written…

You must include two examples which are linked to your opinion.
